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‘White’ is a pure futuristic vision of a world with Giant White Sculptures inspired by White
Magnolias (The Iconic Flower and Symbol of Shanghai, the DNA of the city) hanging from the ceil-
ing which has been abstracted, deconstructed and morphed into a pair of massively exploded
spacecraft. ‘White Futura’ digs even deeper and questions the origin of Life on Earth based on the
controversial beliefs (as suggested by Zecharia Sitchin) stemming from artefacts of the Sumerian
Civilization and their interpretation of Genesis through Nibiru, Tiamat and Anunnaki whose obses-
sion with mining Gold from Planet Earth is made legendary. The Time Tunnel is a Golden Trail lead-
ing us deeper into the mystery of the Universe in plain sight with blazing white light. And if String
Theory claims to be the ‘Theory Of Everything’ encompassing gravity, time, space, light and
heyond, then ‘White Futura’ has attempted to include such a complex concept with the String Box
Office inspired by folded-spiraling surfaces that emulate mathematical models with String

The Wuhan Jingkai AEON Mall is located in the midst of this city filled with Dynamic Development
Potential.

Inspired by the dynamic philosophies of Russian Constructivism and Concepts from Einstein’s
Theory of Relativity, the aim here is to create a totally unique and visionary kind of Cineplex never
experienced before, a Cinema City of the Future that travels beyond space and time. The Theme is
called ‘Beyond Future’ with original ideas derived from Science Fiction Films filled with deeper
meanings including profound philosophical ideas.
